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Faculty, staff, and students shall not bring their own children to 

classrooms when the children are not registered for and participat-

ing in a College District-sponsored class or activity.  No child shall 

be left unattended by an adult on College District property. 

The College District prohibits the unlawful use, possession, or dis-

play of any firearm, illegal knife, club, or prohibited weapon, as de-

fined at FLBF, on all College District property at all times. 

No violation of this policy occurs when: 

1. The use, possession, or display of an otherwise prohibited 

weapon takes place as part of a College District-approved ac-

tivity supervised by proper authorities. 

2. The firearm or ammunition is stored or transported in a 

locked, privately owned or leased motor vehicle by a person 

who holds a license to carry a concealed handgun and who 

lawfully possesses the firearm or ammunition: 

a. On a street or driveway located on the campus of the 

College District; or 

b. In a parking lot, parking garage, or other parking area lo-

cated on the campus of the College District.  [See CHC] 

The College District prohibits smoking and the use of tobacco 

products and e-cigarettes on College District property, in College 

District vehicles, and at College District-related activities. 
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
