SMOKE AND TOBACCO FREE POLICY (Revised August 2019)

Purpose
To inform the faculty, staff and students of their responsibilities and duties concerning the use of
tobacco products on campus and at university events held off campus.

Scope
This policy is a University policy that applies to all administrators, faculty, staff, and students.
The Dean of Students is responsible for the oversight of this policy.

Policy

Schreiner University is a Smoke and Tobacco Free campus as of January 1, 2014. Use of any
tobacco product will not be permitted on university owned or leased property. This policy
applies to all areas including vehicles, playing fields, parking lots, and campus housing.
